
 Mustang Council Roles and Responsibili�es 
 AISD  Campus  Advisory  Councils  (CACs)  are  commi�ees  of  parents,  students,  business  and  community 
 representa�ves,  teachers,  principals,  and  other  campus  staff.  The  forma�on  of  a  CAC  is  required  by  state  law 
 (Texas  Educa�on  Code,  §11.251).  The  O.  Henry  Middle  School  (OHMS)  CAC’s  mission  is  to  promote  excellence 
 in educa�on for all OHMS students through broad-based representa�on. 

 The  Mustang  Council  (CAC)  is  charged  with  the  responsibility  of  making  recommenda�ons  to  the  OHMS 
 Principal  that  improve  the  educa�onal  opportuni�es  at  OHMS.  Please  note  that  the  CAC  is  an  advisory 
 commi�ee,  not  a  decision-making  body.  The  OHMS  Principal,  ul�mately,  has  decision-making  responsibility  for 
 the OHMS campus. 

 The  Mustang  Council  (CAC)  is  charged  with  discussing  and  providing  feedback  and  guidance  on  topics  that 
 relate to the following areas reviewed and updated annually: 

 ●  Planning (Campus Improvement Plan) 
 ●  Budge�ng 
 ●  Curriculum 
 ●  Staff Development 
 ●  Staffing Pa�erns 
 ●  School Organiza�on 

 Once  feedback  and  recommenda�ons  are  made  regarding  discussed  topics,  the  OHMS  Principal  will  make 
 decisions  that  will  also  include  input  from  others  such  as  the  OHMS  Administra�ve  Team,  Cabinet,  Leadership 
 Team, and/or Faculty. 

 A�er the Principal reaches decisions, a report will be shared with OHMS Mustang Council (CAC).
